10% ALLIANCE AND ALLIES AT FRAMINGHAM STATE COLLEGE
CONSTITUTION

Article I
Name:


The name of this club will be 10% Alliance and Allies.

Article II
Purpose:


The purpose of the organization is to further the understanding of gay, lesbian, bisexual, transgender, and queer issues on the Framingham State College.  Our purpose is to provide a place and time to meet in order to organize social and educational events for the college community in order to foster an understanding and proactive attitude toward human sexual diversity. In addition, we want to provide an LGBT safe space where members can express their opinions and feelings freely without fear of discrimination and/or retaliation.

Article III
Membership:


Voting Membership is open to any full or part-time student activity fee-paying undergraduate students enrolled in a minimum of two courses per semester who are in good academic and social standing as determined by college regulations are eligible to hold elected or appointed office of Framingham State College.

Article IV
Officers:


Officers of the club include: President, Vice President, Secretary, Treasurer, and Publicity


Election:  Officers are elected by the general membership in attendance at the final meeting of the academic year in April.  A simple majority of this attendance elects a candidate to office.  All elections will meet current S.G.A. guidelines.


Recall:  Any officer may be recalled (given just cause) by a two-thirds (2/3) majority vote of the membership.


Advisor:  The advisor shall be any member of the faculty, staff or administration of Framingham State College desiring of the position.  The advisor is elected annually by the general membership, in April at the last meeting of the academic year.


Emergency business:  In circumstances requiring immediate attention and in which the assembling of the general membership proves impractical, the President, Vice President, Secretary, Treasurer, and/or Publicity chair of the club may assume authority to make appropriate actions in the interest of the club.  Any such “emergency business” must be reported to the general assembly at the next full meeting and is therein subject to the approval of the general membership.


Vacancy Replacement:  In case of the President, where there is a Vice President, the Vice President would assume the office of President and a new Vice President would be elected.  Other vacancies occurring between annual elections may be filled by a special vote called by the President and elected by the general membership.


Meetings:  General meetings will occur at least every other week during the academic year.
